Anyone who has ever tried to write anything midran about
10,000 words can tell you that you must have a efagrganiz-
ing your writing details. | want to suggest to yoo different
methods on organizing, one based on what | washtaunga
writing course and another | developed.

The first method is to buy a large manila engeloapproxi-
mately 10x13, and put inside the envelope all thsearch,
maps, and other items you might have related to whding
project.
